The present circular will be in effect until further notice.

1.
The purpose of the present circular is to update annex I to information circular ST/IC/2000/90 dated 5 December 2000 in order to reflect the additional countries that will fall under the rental subsidy scheme for Europe and North America, namely Cyprus, the Czech Republic, Estonia, Hungary, Latvia, Lithuania, Malta, Poland, Slovakia and Slovenia, with effect from 1 January 2007.

2.
As a transitional measure, for staff members already in receipt of rental subsidy in those duty stations before the present addendum becomes effective, an additional year of reimbursement at the 80 per cent level will be authorized to avoid personal hardship. The reimbursement level takes into account both the applicable threshold and ceiling levels as well as the provision that the rental subsidy shall not be more than 40 per cent of the rent.
