Abolition of obsolete administrative issuances and information circulars

The Secretary-General, for the purpose of abolishing administrative issuances and information circulars containing rules and provisions which, are either no longer applicable, owing to changed circumstances, or which have been incorporated into or replaced by new administrative issuances, and for the purpose of streamlining the rules of the Organization, promulgates the following:
